A Mission Under The Stars

This past September, Bob Livolsi was among fourilansts that qualified for and was selected to
serve a three-week mission aboardEagleasNavigators of the Watch (NOW). This program is
made possible thanks to Coast Guard George Whibte LAaison - USCGEagle

Bob documented his wonderful experience which beg#na four-day orientation in New London.
After studying the “Know Your Ship” document, theuf men were able to find their way out of
their berthing areas by two different routes bloidéd — a requirement for all crew members.

“We Auxiliarists were treated no differently thdretcrew,” said Bob. This afforded them with some
interesting real-life experiences. “We slept in e with 12 racks (cots) three to a tier; balance
food trays as we walked down the ladder from thenrdack to the mess area; and used water
conservation techniques for showering.”

The “Qualification Package” listed all the tasked&anship, Navigation, Weather, etc.) that the
Auxiliarists had to perform before getting signsofér qualification as a NOW. Thanks to taking
many Auxiliary courses, Bob found that he was abl&speak the same language and plot courses
exactly the same way as the crew.” All the AuxiB&s characterized the crew to be “extremely
helpful, polite and multi-faceted at their assigmise’

The Boatswain Mates were skilled in
deck seamanship, marlinspike, sail
repair, ship/sail handling and
navigation. They were also Navigators
of the Watch and as such were
knowledgeable in plotting courses,
determining fixes, using the collision
avoidance radar and taking celestial
observations. “We four Auxiliarists
were their ‘break-in assistants’ and
stood watches around the clock, four
hours on and eight hours off when at
sea.” The four also helped maintain the
ship’s logs, work out plots and assist in
training Officer Candidates in celestial navigationa skill in which Bob has been trained.

TheEaglenavigated from New London, under the Verazzanddgaj up the Hudson and East
Rivers to moor in Manhattan. Upon departure,BEhgletraversed the length of the Chesapeake Bay
before it dry docked in Baltimore, MD.

“I've always wanted the experience of navigatingdoel the sight of land,” concluded Bob. “It was
a plus being aboard a square rigged ship fromdlseé’prheEagleis a training ship and an
Ambassador of U.S. Goodwill. All the Auxiliaristeaeived the much coveté&ghgleball cap from
CAPT Sinnett, USCG Commanding Officand got to spend many clear nights admiring thes sta
